Abstract:

For establishing a new cement plants, selecting dedusting systems in green fields is more simple and a routine step in comparison with changing existing equipments to achieve higher levels of air pollution control demands with due consideration to all limitation such as required space, ducting routes, supplying electrical energy, new fans, new dust handling systems and of course essential economical considerations.
In this study based on a literature survey and real experiences in upgrading of Iranian cement plants the subject has proceeded from managerial and technical decision making points of view.
