                   Billerud QuickFill  – A New Paper for Cementsacks

Billerud is a leading producer of strong packaging paper and board, with an annual production of 

1,3 million tons. The company was formed on January 1st 2001, as a merger between the former

AssiDomän papermills, Skärblacka and Karlsborg, and the former StoraEnso papermill, Gruvön.

All mills are located in Sweden, close to local slowly-growing pine forests. The long and slender 

Scandinavian woodfibres are well suited for making strong packaging papers. Billerud specialize 

on the production of value-added brown and white sackkraft, white MF & MG kraftpaper for 

packaging and semi-chemical fluting and white liner for demanding boxes.  

Billerud’s most important market for sackkraft paper is cementsacks. Billerud has developed a special focus and understanding of the cementindustry´s bagging requirements. Thanks to an extensive 

research- and investment-programme the past 5 years, we have developed a new type of innovative sackkraft. Our new paper, the Billerud QuickFill, has a unique combination of very high strength and 

high porosity.   

The Billerud QuickFill provides many new opportunities and benefits to the cementindustry;

· Less paper per sack

The sacks can be made of only 2 plies of paper, due to the high TEA-strength. Sacks made 

of QuickFill sackkraft are thus highly cost-effective. 

· Smaller and better formed sacks

The high porosity means that no extra space is required for excess air in the sack. Sacks can be 

made smaller and still contain the same amount of cement. As the entire sack can be filled, it will 

be more compact and square, facilitating handling during transport and storage.

· Sacks without perforation holes

Air can escape easily during filling through the high porosity paper. As there is no need to perforate 

the sacks, the entire strength of the paper can be used. Traditional perforations of cementsacks 

reduce the sack-strength by up to 20%.

· Less dust and cleaner sacks

Sacks without perforation reduce the problem of dusting and unnecessary loss of material. The 

sacks will be cleaner and as there is no dust on the surface, they can be stacked more securely.

· Increased filling speed

The combination of strength and porosity enables faster filling of the sack, as the air is expelled  through the entire surface of the sack, not just the empty part of the sack.

· Low breakage of sacks

The unique strength and porosity will ensure a very low level of breakages from filling to enduser.

All these advantages make the sacks highly functional and cost-effective. 

In developing the QuickFill, Billerud’s papermills, have cooperated closely with sackconverters and cementcompanies in Europe. The standard sack-construction with our product in Europe, is 2 plies

of 70 g/m2 for 50 kg of cement. We have also successfully introduced the product on many markets outside of Europe.  Cementcompanies have been able to reduce their paperconsumption by up to 50%
